NOTES TO INSTRUCTOR

1.
If there are more than 15 cadets, the class should be divided into two or more squads.

2.
Instruct cadets about going down on one knee when feeling faint.

ORDER

1.
Order the squad into a suitable formation. The hollow square is a good formation for this particular movement.

WHAT:
In this lesson you will learn how to salute with the hand at the halt.

WHY:
It is important for cadets to be able to salute correctly, because it allows for the payment of compliments.

WHERE:
In the cadet movement there exists a number of occasions where saluting will be required (national anthem, reporting to officers, and dismissal); therefore, you will be required to apply this knowledge throughout your training.
