NOTES TO INSTRUCTOR

1.
If there are more than 15 cadets the class should be divided into two or more squads.

2.
Instruct cadets about going down on one knee when feeling faint.

3.
An assistant instructor should be used for this lesson.  An assistant instructor can call individuals out of the ranks, while the instructor checks the execution of movements. 

ORDER

1.
Order the squad into a suitable formation.  

MOVEMENT

WHAT:
In this lesson you will learn how to fall-in and fall-out of ranks.

WHY:
It is important for you to know how to fall-out of ranks correctly because you could be called forward from the ranks at anytime.  Going hand-in-hand with falling-out, you will also need to know how to fall-in, so that you may rejoin you squad. 

WHERE:
At the LHQ or summer training centre level you may be asked to fall-out of ranks in order to report to officers, and/or to receive an award or promotion.

DEMONSTRATE


1.
Demonstrate reporting to an officer or dignitary. 

EXPLAIN

1.
When reporting to an officer or dignitary, the following procedure shall be

 
observed:

a.
march forward, halt two paces in front of the officer or dignitary;  

b.
salute, remain at attention, await acknowledgement;

c.
deliver the message and receive instructions;

d.
salute, await acknowledgement; and

e.
turn right and march off.

NOTE: 
When a cadet reports to dignitary, other than an officer, 

 

personal judgement must be used as to whether a salute is 

 

warranted.

EXPLAIN

1.
The squad will be at the open order when it is required to fall individuals 


out.

2.
The command, “FALL – OUT”, shall be used when an individual is called 

 
out of the squad.

3.
On the command, “FALL – OUT”, the person ordered shall come to

attention, and, after a standard pause, wheel, and march to the right flank

of the squad in front of his/her rank and then proceed in the required 

direction.

1.
Practice falling out of ranks to report to an officer.

DEMONSTRATE


1.
Demonstrate falling individuals in after reporting to an officer.

EXPLAIN

2.
The command, “FALL – IN”, is given when the individual is required to 


return to his/her squad.

3.
On the command, “FALL – IN”, the individual ordered marches to the left


rank of the squad and returns to his/her position by marching in rear of


his/her rank, wheeling into his/her original position and halting. The 


individual shall pick up their dressing (and either remain at attention or

 
stand at ease as required).

Practice falling individuals in after reporting to an officer.

Practice falling out of ranks to report to an officer.

2.
Practice falling individuals in after reporting to an officer.


DEMONSTRATE

Demonstrate accepting an award. 

EXPLAIN

1.
The squadron will be stood at ease or easy when awards are being 

 
presented.  As a cadet’s name is announced the cadet will assume the

 
position of attention, and shall respond with “SIR” or “MA’AM, depending

 
on the highest ranking officer on parade.

2.
The cadet shall proceed forward following the procedure for falling out of 

 
ranks.

3.
The cadet shall halt two paces in front of the presenter.

4.
After halting, the cadet shall salute (if required), and take one pace

 
forward to receive the award.

5.
The cadet shall accept the award with his/her left hand and shake with

 
his/her right hand.  

6.
When the presentation is complete the cadet shall place the award in

 
their left hand, take one pace back, and salute (if required).

7.
After the salute, the cadet shall turn to the right and step off in quick time. 

 
There is usually an officer or civilian waiting on the edge of the parade 

 
square to retrieve the award from the cadet.  The award shall be passed 

 
off as smoothly as possible.

8.
The cadet shall fall back into the ranks using the procedure for falling in of

 
individuals.
