STAGE 1
WHAT ARE FIRE ORDERS?

1.
Fire orders are written plans and procedures put in place to deal with a fire or fire drill. They will contain;


a.    
Basic fire fighting instructions and fire prevention information;


b.
Emergency phone numbers; and


c.
Fire evacuation procedures.

2.
They are clear plans made in advance to protect people from injury and death in the event of a fire.

3.        Fire evacuation routes should be the shortest routes to the fire exits of the building.

4. 
Form-up point (FUP) is a predetermined gathering point where the roll will be called to make sure everyone has escaped safely.

5.
When exiting for a drill or actual fire, doors and windows should be closed if safe to do so.
