INTRODUCTION

WHAT:
In this lesson you will learn about the duties and responsibilities of a citizen.

WHY:
It is important for cadets to know what is expected of them as citizens of Canada. A knowledge of citizenship will help you to understand why it is important for you to participate in community activities.

You will apply this knowledge at both the squadron level in the activities that you will be doing as a cadet, and in you’re every day life.

STAGE 1
CANADA – YOUR COUNTRY

1.
Definition of a Citizen:
a.
To be a citizen means that you were born in, and/or have become a

 

resident of, a particular country. Most of us take our citizenship for

 

granted. As a citizen of Canada, we have certain rights and 

 

freedoms, as well as certain responsibilities.

b.
The Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms guarantees to all 


Canadian citizens:


(i)
the right to vote in federal and provincial elections;

 
(ii)
the right to be a candidate in federal and provincial,

 
 

elections; and



(iii)
the right to enter, remain in or leave Canada.


c.
One of the most important rights and privileges for a Canadian 

 

citizen are the rights to vote and run for office. Only a Canadian 

 

citizen can vote and run for office in a federal election. The law 

 

does allow certain non-Canadian residents to vote and run for office 

 

in provincial, territorial, and municipal elections in some areas. 

 

These privileges are also a responsibility. No one is forced to vote, 

 

or run for office, but our democracy depends on people taking part.

 
d.
You may be born as a Canadian citizen, or you may become a 

 

Canadian citizen after moving to Canada from another country. In 

 

either case, you must become a good citizen. Being a good citizen 

 

is not just a matter of knowing how the government operates, it is a 

 

matter of maturity and responsibility.

 
e.
A citizen has many roles to play in society. A good citizen will:



(i)
be a good neighbor;



(ii)
know the difference between right and wrong;



(iii)
be mindful of other nationalities and differences, and



(iv)
participate in community activities.
2.
Definition of Democracy:

In Canada, we live in a democratic society. A democracy is a government 

 
by the people. The citizens of Canada influence the decision-making 

 
process in the government through our elected representatives.

The Oath of Citizenship: 

a.
Just like when you join the Canadian Cadet Organization, a person 

 

who becomes a Canadian citizen will also have to take an oath:

 

“I, (name in full), swear/affirm that I will be faithful and bear true 

 

allegiance to her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Second, Queen of 

 

Canada, Her Heirs and Successors, according to law and that I will 

 

faithfully observe the laws of Canada and fulfil my duties as a 

 

Canadian citizen”.

 
b.
This oath sums up some of the responsibilities of every Canadian 

 
citizen. These responsibilities include the following:



(i)
to be loyal to Canada;



(ii)
to be loyal  to the Queen of Canada and her representative,

 


the Governor General;



(iii)
to respect private and public property;



(iv)
to care for Canada’s heritage; and



(v)
to support Canada’s ideals.

2.
Being Good Citizens:
 
a.
One of the aims of the Canadian Cadet Organization is “to develop 

 

in youth the attributes of good citizenship”.  As a cadet, your 

 

squadron probably takes part in events such as Remembrance Day 

 

and Canada Day ceremonies. As a good citizen, you should be 

 

aware of the purpose of such events when you participate in them. 

 
b.
You can also do volunteer work in the community. Hospitals or 

 

senior citizens homes welcome volunteers to help make the lives of 

 

residents a bit more pleasant.

 
c.
A very important part of being a good citizen is tolerance for other 

 

people. As good citizens, we must be tolerant of people who are 

 

mentally or physically challenged; people of minority races; people 

 

of other religions and beliefs; and those less fortunate than 

 

ourselves.

 
d.
To become a good citizen, you have to make an effort. Good 

 

citizenship demands participation, involvement and contribution. 

 

Good citizens will strive to make a worthwhile contribution that will 

 

benefit the country as a whole and not just benefit themselves.
