General:

Fortunately, accidents do not occur very often at airports.



However, most airports have extensive crash and emergency


response equipment and personnel in case anything does happen.

There is usually fire fighting equipment, an ambulance and well-


trained personnel.

Fire Equipment:
a.
Fire trucks come in a variety of sizes. The size of the fire trucks at 


an airport is determined by the size of the aircraft the airport



services. Many airport fire trucks ride on huge tires to give them 


the height to fight fires in large airliners.

b.
These trucks carry powerful water cannons. The fire trucks are


equipped with their own water supply. They often carry foam and


dry chemicals for extinguishing dangerous fuel and electrical
fires.   

c.
The firefighters are equipped with personal air packs and fire



resistant clothing to protect them.

3.
Ambulance:
An ambulance is usually on standby as well. It may be on the airport or 

respond from the local hospital. Fire fighters are trained for medical 

emergencies as well.


4.
Personnel:
Emergency response personnel undergo constant training and upgrading 

to remain proficient in their work. As well as working in an emergency 

response function, firefighters also function in an ongoing fire prevention 

capacity.
