ACTIVITY DETAILS

1.
Objective:
 
This objective of this activity is to reinforce the information presented in 
 
the other lessons taught in PO 412 Aeronautical Facilities. With the 
 
information from previous EOs, cadets should be able to identify the 
 
components of an aerodrome while on tour. By doing this, the cadets will 
 
have an enhanced understanding of how all the aerodrome components fit
 
together.
2.
Instructions to Directing Staff:






The best option for this EO is a tour of an aeronautical facility. When such 
 
a tour is not possible, the construction of a model aerodrome is strongly 
 
advised. 

3.
The visit to a local aerodrome may include a tour of all or some of the 

 
following:

 
a.
The airfield itself (runways, taxiways, apron, windsock, etc); 

 
b.
The control tower;

 
c.
The terminal;

 
d.
A hanger;

 
e.
A flying school/club;

 
f.
The airport fire department;

 
g.
The airport weather office;

 
h.
A flight service station (FSS);

 
j.
A CF Squadron;

 
k.
Police air support section;

 
m.
Airline office/hanger;

 
n.
A local pilot with his own aircraft; and

 
p.
Glider familiarization site.

4.
While this aeronautical facilities tour is designed for Level 1, it can involve 

 
the whole squadron.  It can also be done in conjunction with the glider 

 
familiarization that is done every year for all levels as part of mandatory 

 
support training.    

5.
Cadets will be evaluated on their ability to respond to questions during the 

 
tour.

6.
This activity must be coordinated with the local aerodrome or group 

 
concerned. Possible contacts are: the airport manager, the chief (tower) 

 
controller, flying school/club manager or chief flying instructor, airport fire 

 
chief, Environment Canada (weather office), Transport Canada (flight 

 
service station), local CF Squadron CO, local police chief, airline manager, 

 
and glider familiarization staff. If you are unsure of whom to contact and 

 
how, the glider familiarization staff from your area often have names and 

 
numbers. Your ACO is also available to provide help.  

7.
It is most important that the cadets get to see the runways, taxiways, 

 
apron and other buildings and fixtures.  Anything else that can be 

 
arranged is extra.  However, many of the above contacts may be 

 
authorized to give a tour of both their department and the main aerodrome 

 
components.  This is not always the case, be sure to check. 

8.
In most cases, transportation must be arranged.

9.
Instructions to Cadets:
 
Make sure the cadets know when the tour will take place and what 

 
transportation arrangements have been made.

10.
Ensure the cadets review their notes sometime before the day of the tour 

 
so they can all participate on the tour.  

11.
Make sure the guide advises the cadets on safety precautions while at the 

 
aerodrome. Make sure the cadets listen to the guide at all times.  Make 

 
sure no cadet wanders away from the group.
