Airmanship is skill in the handling and operating of airplanes on the

Four basic practices that contribute to good airmanship are aircraft


cleanliness, pre-flight checks, run-ups and maintenance records.

Cleanliness:
Airplane cleanliness is a part of airmanship. Dirt disguises defects which 
makes them more difficult to detect. Dirt also causes friction with the air. 
This extra drag decreases aircraft performance. Clean
 windows are an 
important factor when considering visibility and
safety.

3.
Pre-flight Check:
Before taking an aircraft for a flight, the pilot does a pre-flight check. This 

check or inspection ensures that the aircraft is airworthy. This means that 

the aircraft has no damage and is fit for safe flight. 

4.
Run-up:
Before take-off a run-up is performed. The run-up checks the
 engine, 

instruments and controls. 


5.
Maintenance Records:
a.
This involves understanding of the necessity and care in the



execution of keeping an airplane in airworthy condition.

b.
Complete maintenance records are maintained on every aircraft. 


These records document all maintenance, adjustments and 



alterations, as well as any problems encountered and all additions 


of fuel and oil.  These records enable the pilot to understand the


aircraft’s history.
