SAFETY

Safety Precautions: 

a. 
Firearm safety is the number one priority on the range. Safety is 

 
everyone's responsibility, so you must do your part to prevent 

 
accidents. The majority of accidents are caused by ignorance of 

 
proper rifle operating procedures or by mishandling. Shooting can 

 
be an exciting sport when done safely.


b.
The Safety Catch and Security Measures 
 
The safety catch is a mechanism that, once engaged, prevents the 

 
rifle from firing. Once the safety catch is engaged, the trigger is 

 
locked into place. 

 

(i)
The safety catch is located just in front of the trigger, on the 

 


trigger guard. 




















(ii)
To engage the safety catch, push towards the right; the 



safety catch is ON and the red colour on it cannot be seen. 














(iii)
When you are ready to fire, push the safety catch towards 


 


the left; safety catch is OFF and the red colour is now 

 


showing. 

 

(iv)
For maximum security, it is recommended that you keep the 



safety catch engaged until the moment you are ready to fire 



the first shot of a practice.


 
c.
Safe Rifle Status: 
 

When not being handled on the range or in a training environment, 

 

the air rifle must be in a safe status. The following options denote 

 

"safe rifle status".

 

(i)
Option One: In rifle case

 


(1)
Safety catch ON (no red);

 


(2)
Bolt forward;

 


(3)
Action not cocked; and

 


(4)
Safety rod in barrel.

 


(5)
Pump lever partially open 5-8 cm (2-3 inches)

(ii)
Option Two: On firing line. 







 


(1)
Safety catch ON (no red);







 


(2)
Bolt to the rear;

 


(3)
Pump lever partially open 5-8 cm (2-3 inches);



(iii)
Option Three: Not on firing line. 






 


(1)
Safety catch ON (no red);







 


(2)
Bolt to the rear;

 


(3)
Safety rod in barrel (visible in feed track); and

 


(4)
Pump lever partially open 5-8 cm (2-3 inches).







 
Note: 
The safety rod must be inserted and removed from 

 



the barrel by an instructor, as the crown of the barrel 

 



and the tip of the bolt can be easily damaged.


d.
Individual Safety Precautions: 
 

An individual safety precaution is used to confirm that the rifle is 

 

safe. Individuals must always do a safety check immediately upon 

 

receiving a rifle when the “safe rifle status” is uncertain. An 

 

individual must ensure that:











(i)
The bolt is open fully to the rear;







(ii)
The safety catch is in the ON (no red) position;





(iii) 
The pump lever is partially open 5-8 cm (2-3 inches); and














(iv)
A safety rod is inserted in the barrel (visible in feed track).




 

Note:
If an individual is taking a position on the firing line and an 

 


instructor has pre-positioned a rifle, a safety rod is not 

 


required.

2.
Safety Regulations:

Safety regulations are those everyday rules that apply to everyone who is 
on the range. Safety regulations are all common sense and are easy to 
apply when you understand why they are necessary to help prevent 
accidents. The following is a list of essential safety regulations:

a. 
Always Treat a Rifle as if it is Loaded 
 

Consider the rifle dangerous unless proven otherwise.

b.  
Never Point a Rifle at Anyone
c.  
Always Point the Rifle in a Safe Direction 
 

On the range, point the rifle down range toward the targets when in 

 

the firing position. Hold the rifle in the vertical position with muzzle 

 

pointing up when transporting rifles to and from the firing point 

 

and/or range.

d.  
Keep Fingers Off the Trigger Unless Ready to Fire 
 
The trigger guard allows you to hold the rifle comfortably without 
 
touching the trigger.

e.  
Always Wear Hearing Protectors 
 
Release of pressure from firearms is a known cause of hearing 
 
damage. Although air rifles have a considerably reduced amount of 
 
pressure and pulse, hearing protectors must be worn at all times 
 
when on the range or on the shooting line to ensure that no hearing 
 
damage occurs.

f.  
The Wearing of Safety Glasses or Shatterproof Eyeglasses is

 
Mandatory when Firing. 

 
The wearing of specialized shooting glasses is permitted only if the

 
lens completely covers the shooting eye and a blinder which 

 
provides appropriate protection is installed to cover the non-

 
shooting eye. All range staff personnel near the firing point must 
 
also wear safety glasses.
