NOTES TO THE INSTRUCTOR

1.
If there are more than 15 cadets, the class should be divided into two or more squads.

2.
Instruct the cadets about going down on one knee when feeling faint.

ORDER

Order the squad into a suitable formation. The hollow square is a good formation for this particular movement.  

MOVEMENT

WHAT:
In this lesson you will learn how to execute the movements required for closing to the left or right.

WHY:
It is important to be able to execute paces to the left or right because they allow a squad to move sideways short distances.

WHERE:
Paces to the left and right will be used when a formation needs to be moved sideways no more than eight paces.  A squad needing to be moved more than eight paces sideways shall be turned and marched the required distance.
