HOW CANADA IS GOVERNED?

General:  


a.
The Federal Government of Canada is a government that controls 

 

a union of ten provinces and two territories, each of which has its 

 

own government. 




Note:
As of 01 April 1999, the Northwest Territories will be divided 

 


up in two, with a third territory being created.  

b.
Federal Government refers to the central government of all 

 
provinces and is headquartered in Ottawa, Ontario.

2.
The Three Levels of Government:  

 
In Canada, there are three levels of government: municipal, provincial or 

 
territorial and federal. Each level of government has its own set of 

 
responsibilities. These are: 

 
a.
Municipal:


 

A municipal government, ie: a town council lead by a Mayor, is

 

responsible for such things as:

 

(i)
Zoning by-laws;



(ii)
Street maintenance;

 

(iii)
Community services;

 

(iv)
Water management; and

 

(v)
Municipal taxes.  

 
b.
Provincial or Territorial:  

 

Provincial or territorial governments are responsible for such areas 

 

as:

 

(i)
Education;

 

(ii)
Child welfare;

 

(iii)
Highways; and 

 

(iv)
Healthcare. 

 
c.
Federal: 



The Federal Government is responsible for such things as: 

 

(i)
Citizenship;

 

(ii)
Foreign policy;



(iii)
Defense;

 

(iv)
Postal services; and 

 

(v)
Currency.

THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT

General:  

 
The Federal Government is responsible for issues that affect the whole of 

 
Canada such as international relations and defence. It is divided into three 

 
distinct branches, each with its own scope of responsibility.


2.
The Three Branches:

a.
Executive Branch: 

 

The executive branch is the branch that executes the wishes of the 

 

people as expressed by Parliament, and consists of:

 

(i)
The Governor General;

 

(ii)
The Cabinet; and

 

(iii)
The Public Service. 


 
b.
Legislative Branch:



The legislative branch is the law making part of the government. It 

 

is this branch that passes the acts that give the executive branch

 

the authority for governing the country. The legislative branch

 

expresses the desires of the people by legislation, and consists of:

 

(i)
The Senate; and

 

(ii)
The House of Commons. 

 
c.
Judicial Branch:



The important feature of Canadian democracy is the rule of 

 

supremacy of law. This means that the government itself is 

 

controlled by law and must act according to its terms. The Prime 

 

Minister, a public servant or a police officer are subject to the law 

 

of the land in the same way as every other citizen. The judicial 

 

branch consists of:

 

(i)
The RCMP;

 

(ii)
Municipal and Provincial police forces;

 

(iii)
The Supreme Court of Canada; and 

 

(iv)
Provincial and Magistrate courts.
