NOTES TO THE INSTRUCTOR

1.
If there are more than 15 cadets, the class should be divided into two or more squads.

2.
Instruct the cadets about going down on one knee if feeling faint.

3.
It is highly recommended that all cadets who will be commanding a flight to execute foot drill 

 
have had their assessment forms reviewed and approved before they are evaluated.  Knowing

 
that the commands they are giving are correct may boost the confidence of the cadet.

ORDER

1.
Order the squad into a suitable formation.  The number of squads used for the assessment process should depend on the number of qualified assessors and the space available.

WHAT:
In this lesson each of you will be required to command a flight to execute foot drill.  You will be evaluated on words of command, appearance, deportment, voice, and group control. 

WHY:
This assessment is your final evaluation for the Level Three Drill Performance Objective. 

WHERE:
The appearance, deportment, voice, words of command, and group control you demonstrate today are strong indicators of your abilities as a leader on the drill square.  The skills you develop and the knowledge you will gain through this performance check will help you at the LHQ and at a Summer Training Centre.

Instructions for Assessing Staff:

a.
Each cadet will be checked independently and will be required to 

 

command a flight to execute foot drill.



b.
When evaluating, grade the cadets’ ability to command a flight, not

 

their capacity to memorize a long series of commands.  They may

 

use their sheet if they so wish, without deduction.


c.
If a cadet was not present when the assessment sheets were 

 

distributed, give the cadet an assessment sheet and schedule that 

 

cadet for the following week.  Each cadet should have at least one 

 

week to prepare.


d.
It is essential to evaluate the cadet, not the flight’s performance.

e.
This evaluation should not be presented nor perceived by the

 
cadets as a competition among themselves.

f.
In part two of the assessment form, write down as many relevant 

 
comments on the cadet’s performance as possible.  Ensure that 

 
you write down at least three strengths and weaknesses for each 

 
cadet.  It is the mutual’s strengths and weaknesses that you should 

 
pass along to the cadet in their debriefing.

g.
Debrief the cadets out of earshot of other cadets.

h.
When debriefing the cadets use as much positive language as

 
possible.  


j.
Should a cadet fail, go over their problem areas with them. 

 

Schedule them in for the second assessment period.  Consult the 

 

training officer for final confirmation.

a.
correct use of cautionary and executive commands;


b.
showing control of the flight in the drill space available;


c.
proper use of the voice; and

demonstrating proper appearance and deportment.
