If there are more than 15 cadets, the class should be divided into two or more squads.

2.
Instruct the cadets about going down on one knee when feeling faint.

Order the squad into a suitable formation.

In this lesson you will learn the commands necessary to execute the hollow square formation. 

WHY:
The hollow square formation is the recommended formation when teaching drill to groups of ten or more cadets.

WHERE:
You will use the hollow square formation when you teach drill classes to groups of ten or more cadets, and when the drill movement being taught is suited to the hollow square formation.

TYPES OF FORMATIONS

1.
As you prepare for a drill lesson you must decide what type of formation to 

 
use when teaching.  The formation is essential in maintaining visual and

 
verbal contact, and class control throughout the drill lesson.  The three

 
formations most commonly used are;

a.
the single file for small groups of five cadets or less;

b.
the semi-circle (executed without any word of command) for groups

 
of six to nine cadets; and  

c.
the hollow square formation used for groups of ten cadets or more.


 
NOTE: 
The above numbers correspond to the number of cadets 

 


suggested to form one, two, or three ranks of a squad.

2.
When instructing, do not hesitate to split the squad in two or three groups

 
and ask other instructors to help you if the group is too large.

DEMONSTRATE


1.
Demonstrate the hollow square formation.

EXPLAIN

The hollow square formation is ideal for drill instruction, as it allows 

 
each cadet to see your demonstrations and hear your comments.  It will

 
also allow you to supervise closely.

2.
The squad shall be in line in three ranks prior to forming a hollow square.

3.
On the command, "FORM HOLLOW SQUARE, CENTRE RANK RIGHT,

 
REAR RANK LEFT-TURN”, the squad acts as ordered.

REVERSE PROCEDURE


1.
The reverse procedure is used to reform the squad into three ranks.

“SQUAD, CENTRE RANK LEFT, REAR RANK RIGHT-TURN”

“SQUAD, CENTRE RANK RIGHT WHEEL, REAR RANK LEFT WHEEL, QUICK-MARCH”

“SQUAD, MARK-TIME”

“SQUAD-HALT”

“SQUAD, CENTRE RANK RIGHT, REAR RANK LEFT-TURN”
