Each cadet must have at least one copy of his or her drill lesson 

 
plan prepared before the drill class begins. The drill lesson plan is 

 
for the Level Three Drill Instruction assessor/evaluator.

Write down as many relevant comments on the cadet’s 

 
performance as possible.  Ensure that you write down at least three

 
strengths and weaknesses for each cadet.  It is the three strengths 

 
and weaknesses that you should pass along to the cadets in their

 
debrief.

Debrief the cadets out of earshot of other cadets.

When debriefing the cadets use as much positive language as

 
possible.

Use the assessment form ‘Assisting with Drill Mutuals’, found at the

 
first of the Level Three binder.
