The objective of this class is to have the cadets practice using an 

 
overhead projector and/or a chalkboard, and to produce a visual aid using 

 
the information learned in period one of this EO.

Instructions for Directing Staff:
Since the cadets have not learned yet how to create a lesson plan, they 

will use lesson plans provided by the instructor to create their visual aids.

3.
The lesson plans should be from Levels One and Two, and have any 

 
references to OHPs, Handouts, etc, removed form them.

4.
Ensure that there are sufficient materials in the classroom for the cadets to 

 
use. In particular ensure that there are:

a.
overhead markers;

b.
transparencies;

c.
chalk;

d.
paper – plain and/or coloured,

e.
scissors;

f.
pencils and erasers;

g.
permanent markers – various colours;

5.
Ensure there is a chalkboard and/or overhead projector in the 

 
classroom for the cadets to use to test their visual aids. 

6.
If the squadron does not own an overhead projector, have them make 

 
other types of visual aids like posters, charts, etc.
7.
Ensure that there are enough chairs and tables in the classroom for all the 

 
cadets. Arrange these in a “U” formation with a large table in the middle

 
to hold all the materials, and a small table to set the OHP on.

8.
Supervise the cadets closely to make sure that they are following what 

 
they had learned in period one, as well as to see if they need help or to 

 
answer questions if any.

9. 
Have the cadets practice setting up a chalkboard; making sure that the 
 
four main elements exist. Refer to OHP #5 of PO/EO 409.05a for 
 
reference, if necessary.
10.
Instructions to Cadets:
Tell the cadets to ask questions if they do not understand something or 

 
need help with their visual aid.
