       ACTIVITY DETAILS


1.
Objectives:

The objective of this class is to have the cadets prepare a 15-minute 

 
Lesson, with visual aids, by using the guidelines identified in EOs 409.01 

 
to 409.06.
2.
Instructions for Directing staff:
These are the preparation classes for the 15-minute lesson that each 

cadet has to present in PO 409.08. 

3.
The cadets are to be provided with Level One and Two CTPs and 

 
handbooks from which to create their lesson plans. 

4.
Topics will be chosen from these Level One and Two CTPs so that the 

 
cadets will become familiar with instructing the subject matter. 

5.
Ensure that there are sufficient materials in the classroom for the cadets to 

 
use to create their lesson plans and visual aids. In particular ensure that 

 
there are:

a.
overhead markers;

b.
transparencies;

c.
chalk;

d.
paper – plain and coloured,

e.
scissors;

f.
pencils and erasers;

g.
permanent markers – various colours;

6.
If available to the squadron, have a chalkboard and/or overhead projector 

 
in the classroom for the cadets to use to test their visual aids. 

7 
Ensure that there are enough chairs and tables in the classroom for all the 

 
cadets. Arrange these in a “U” formation with a large table in the middle to 

 
hold all the materials, and a small table to set the OHP on.


8.
Supervise the cadets closely to make sure that they are not having any 

 
problems and to answer any questions that may arise.

9.
As the cadets finish their lesson plans and visual aids, have them bring 

 
them over to you to check over.
10.
Instructions to Cadets:

Tell the cadets that they may pick a topic from Level One or Two, but that 

 
no two topics may be the same. 

11.
Tell the cadets that the lesson plan has to be done in two copies (one for 

 
the cadet and one for the evaluator). Use a photocopier, but if a one is not

 
available, carbon paper may be used, or have the cadets produce a 

 
second copy by hand.

12.
Encourage the cadets to ask questions if they need help with their lesson 

 
plan.

13.
Encourage the cadets to use visual aids other than the OHP, such as charts, posters, etc, to add variety to their lesson. This is especially important if the squadron does not own an overhead projector.

14.
Since the lesson is only 15–minutes tell the cadets that they should not spend too much time on visual aids; one or two should suffice.

15.
Since the CTP’s lesson specifications are set up for 35-minute lessons, tell the cadets that they will most likely be unable cover all the teaching points outlined in the lesson specification they choose. They will, instead have to decide which of the teaching points should be included in the lesson in order to have the lesson last 15-minutes.
