       ACTIVITY DETAILS


1.
Objectives:

The objective of this class is to have the cadets deliver a 15-minute 

 
lesson, with visual aids.

2.
Instructions for Directing Staff:
The lessons will be assessed using the assessment form and marking 

guide attached as Annex A and Annex B respectively.  

3.
Make sure that the cadets provide you with a copy of their lesson plan.

4.
This lesson is intended to give the cadets a taste of what it is like to teach 

 
a lesson. Do not mark this lesson as you would a more experienced 

 
instructor. Take into account the fact that it is the cadet’s first time at 

 
teaching, and mark it accordingly.


5.
Make sure it is fun and challenging for the cadets.

6.
Divide the cadets up into groups if you have a large number of cadets. In 

 
this instance you will need the help of another assessor or two depending 

 
on how many cadets you have.

7.
The lessons should be taught in a minimum of 14 minutes and a maximum 

 
of 16 minutes (including the conclusion). If necessary, you may have to 

 
stop a cadet if he/she goes on too long past this time, so stress timing 

 
before starting.  

8.
If available to the squadron, have a chalkboard and/or overhead projector 

 
in the classroom for the cadets to use.

Ensure that there are enough chairs and tables in the classroom for all the 

 
cadets. Arrange these in a “U” formation with a small table for the OHP.

8.
Instructions to Cadets:
 
Stress to the cadets to try not to be nervous, and to have fun.

9.
Tell the cadets that they will be given a second chance to do the lesson if 

 
they fail their first attempt.


10.
Inform the cadets that this 15-minute lesson will help to prepare them for when they have to do a 35-minute lesson in Level Four.
