Map Reading: 





















a.
It is important to know how to read a map when you are on the 

 

ground and have to find your way through and over terrain over 

 

great distances. 










 
b.
This skill is also useful in aircraft when navigating by Visual Flight 

 

rules and you have to identify the position of objects on the ground 

 

to guide you to your destination.

2.
Types of Maps:

In general, maps can be divided into two classes: 
















a.
Those that record natural and man made features on the Earth’s 

 

surface and that may be used for finding your way around in a 

 

general or detailed manner. 









  
b.
There are those that record other kinds of specific information in a 

 

variety of ways. The name of the type of map will often indicate the 

 

use of the map.

 

(i)
Topographical Maps: 
 


These are the maps with which map reading is mainly 

 


concerned. 



 


(1)
They show, in as much detail as their scale allows, 

 



the physical features of the ground – rivers, streams, 

 



hills, valleys, woods, etc. 

 


(2)
Their purpose is to present a complete and accurate 

 



picture of the ground as it exists.

 

(ii)
Street and Road Maps:. 

 


These maps are useful for people trying to navigate 

 


highways and cities in their cars. They show the names of 

 


streets and major landmarks around cities.

 
(iii)
Relief: 
 

This map is contoured and textured to show different 

 

elevations and ground features. It is useful if you need a 

 

small scale of the area you are going to and want to actually 

 

see how the land is shaped. Model train layouts are like this.

 
(iv)
Air Photo: 
 

An air photo is a picture of the land taken from the air. It 

 

gives exact detail of the ground and looks just like a 

 

photograph. It can be used when you want very precise 

 

details of the area but is not used for navigation. Ariel 

 
 
reconnaissance photos are of this nature.

 

(v)
Outline:  

 
 
These are maps, which indicate the general plan of the 

 

country. It shows main cities and natural features like rivers, 

 

lakes and mountains. These are used to show very large 

 

areas such as countries or continents.

 
(vii)
Statistical Maps:
 

These maps show distribution of population and other things 

 

like water distribution. They provide city planners and 

 

engineers with the information they need to construct  

 

buildings in cities or where to lay down sewer lines.

 

(viii) 
Map Scale: 
 
 

Scale is the relationship or the scale between distance on 

 


the map and on the ground. A 1:50 000 map means that one 

 


unit of measure on the map is equal to 50 000 of the same 

 


units on the ground.

STAGE 2
CARE AND MAINTENANCE OF MAPS
1.
General      

Unless it is treated with care, a map will soon come apart. Preserve
them 

with care. Wet, grime, wind, folds and tears are great enemies of maps. 

Even a slight breeze can catch the sheet and start tears that quickly 

spread. A map can also be destroyed if it gets wet and is not properly 

dried.
2.
Map Care Tips:

Here are some good ways to take care of map sheets:


a.
Store the maps properly when not in use.


b.
Protect the map sheet from wet and grime by using:



(i)
A map board covered with hard plastic;



(ii)
Plastic coating – sheets or sprays; and



(iii)
A plastic bag.


c.
If the map gets wet, open it fully and dry it at the first opportunity.


d.
Fold the map properly.


e.
Never fully open a map where the wind can catch it.

3.
Folding a Map:

a.
Lay the map sheet face up on a hard flat surface as though you 


were reading its information.


b.
Fold the map in half by bringing the top of the map sheet down to 


the bottom of the sheet.


c.
Fold the top half of the map sheet into half again.


d.
Turn the map over and fold the bottom half in half to match the fold 


described in paragraph c.


e.
Fold the folded map in half from left to right. The folded amp will 


now fit into a service map case or folder or onto a clipboard.

What are some ways you can take care of map sheets?


Answer:
Store the maps properly when not in use. Protect the map 



sheet by wet and grime by using a map board covered with 



hard plastic, plastic coating – sheets or sprays and a plastic 



bag. If the map gets wet, open it fully and dry it at the first 



opportunity. Fold the map properly. Never fully open a map 



where the wind can catch it.
