STAGE 1
THE REVIEW PARADE GROUND




1.
The following elements are elements of the review parade ground, no 

 
matter which drill formation is used by the squadron:

a.
Flags and Markers;

b.
Dais;

c.
Inspection line;

d.
Saluting base

e.
March-past line; and

f.
Advance line.
2.
Flags and Markers:


Flags and/or markers mark the review parade ground. They guide the
 
cadets along the inspection, march-past, and advance lines. The flags 
 
and/or markers also clearly indicate where the cadets must fall in, where 

 
the cadets should start saluting, and where the cadets should stop 

 
saluting. 

3.
Dais:  
 
The platform upon which the Reviewing Officer stands when he/she is 

 
reviewing the parade.

4.
Inspection Line:  
 
The inspection line is the line on which the front rank of the squadron is 

 
formed for inspection. The length of the inspection line depends on the 

 
frontage of the cadet squadron being inspected.  

5.
Saluting Base:  
 
The saluting base is located directly in front of the dais. It is the line along 

 
which saluting will take place during the march past. 

6.
March Past Line:  
 
The march past line is the line along which the right flank of the squadron 

 
marches during the march past.

7.
Advance Line:  
 
The advance line is the line along which the front rank of the squadron 

 
halts on completion of the advance in review order.

What is the purpose of flags and/or markers?


Answer:
They guide the cadets along the inspection, march-past, and

 


advance lines.  They clearly indicate where the cadets must

 


fall-in, where the cadets should start saluting, and where the

 


cadets should stop saluting.

3.
What is the advance line?


Answer:
The line along which the front rank of the squadron halts on 

 


completion of the advance-in-review-order.

STAGE 2
REVIEW PARADE GROUND MEASUREMENTS


1.
Flags or Markers:  
 
Flags and/or markers mark all points.  Flags may also be set to mark the 

 
spot on which the cadets are to form (Points 1 through 2) and the

 
inspection line (Points G through H).  

2.
Dais.  
 
The dais is the object from which all measurements on the parade square 

 
initiate.

3.
Inspection Line:
 
a.
The length of the inspection line (G-H) depends on the frontage of 

 

the cadet squadron being inspected. Its distance from the march

 

-past line includes the greatest frontage occupied by the band, or

 

massed bands, while playing the units past.  

b.
Except in unusual circumstances, the minimum distance from the

 

march-past line shall be 30 paces.

4.
Saluting Base:
a.
The length of the saluting base (B-E) shall not be less than 120

 
paces nor greater than 260 paces, depending on local conditions. 

 
The march-past begins at Point B and ends at Point E.  

b.
The reviewing officer is located at the center of the saluting base.  

 
Ten paces on each side of the officer, along the saluting base, are

 
Points C and D, at which the salute begins and finishes

 
respectively.  

c.
If a march-past is to take place without open and close order (ie, in


quick time only) Points B and E need not be marked, but points A

 
and F should still be located normally.

5.
March Past Line:  
 
As a general rule, the march-past line (A-F) is the same length as the 

 
inspection line, and is situated not less than five paces in front of the 

 
saluting base.

6.
The Advance Line: 
 
The advance line is the same length as the inspection line, and is normally 

 
situated 15 paces forward of the inspection line.
