NOTES TO THE INSTRUCTOR

1.
Inform the cadets that their next drill class is the testing class for this P.O. The cadets should 


have at least one week’s notice.  

2.
Have the Level Four cadets stand off to the side of the parade ground and observe the 

 
squadron’s training parade. This observation will be the demonstration for this class. Make

 
every attempt to schedule the Level Four cadets observation (of inspecting a squadron) for the

 
same evening as this class is to be taught.

3.
Allocation of a CO’s period is highly recommended for the practice and testing of the EO.

4.
All the commands and movements necessary for the inspection of a squadron can be found in 

 
the Level Four Handbook Chapter 1, Section 2, Pages 17-19. Ensure all cadets are familiar

 
with this information.   

MOVEMENT

WHAT:
In this lesson you will learn to identify the correct procedure for inspecting a squadron.

WHY:
The squadron review is one of the most important duties of the Cadet Squadron Commander, Deputy Commander, and SWO. Inspections by these three senior cadets allow them to monitor the progress of the other cadets in the squadron. It also allows them to present their cadets to others when officers and dignitaries visit.  

WHERE:
The information dealt with in this class can be used anytime that any of you assume the parade position of Cadet Squadron Commander, Deputy Commander, or SWO, either at the LHQ or at a Summer Training Centre.

THE SQUADRON REVIEW

STAGE 1


1.
Air Cadet Squadrons are usually reviewed:


a.
Once a week by the squadron Training Officer in collaboration with

 

the Cadet Squadron Commander;


b.
Once a month by the squadron Commanding Officer (CO), who

 

inspects the cadets dress and deportment during the march-past. 

 

Civilian and military guests often join the CO. Commanding

 

officers’ parades are the ideal occasion for the Cadet Squadron

 

Commander to proudly present, on parade, the results of the

 

cadet’s work; and

c.
Once a year, during the squadron’s annual ceremonial review, by a

 
guest reviewing officer, joined by a representative of the regional

 
cadet office. The annual inspection is the equivalent of a school

 
graduation night when everybody graduates from one level of

 
training to another. It is the ideal occasion for the Commanding

 
Officer to proudly present the cadets on parade.

2.
It is possible that your squadron may proceed in a different way, 

 
depending on the efficiency of your cadets or your Commanding Officer. 

 
No matter how often the squadron is reviewed, it should always be done in

 
the same manner.


3.
The squadron can be reviewed by flight or in line. When the inspection is

 
conducted by flight, the reviewing group does so one flight at a time,

 
normally accompanied by the appropriate Flight Commander.  For the

 
review in line, the reviewing group does so one rank at a time, starting 

 
with the front rank of all the flights, followed by the centre ranks, and then

 
the rear ranks.  The type of review to be performed depends on the 

 
number of cadets and the time available, and is chosen by the squadron

 
training officer.

4.
Inspections are carried out at the open order.

STAGE 2



1.
When the Cadet Squadron Commander wishes to inspect his/her 

 
squadron they do so one flight at a time, normally accompanied by the 

 
appropriate Fight Commander, the Deputy Squadron Commander, and 

 
the SWO.

2.
The Cadet Squadron Commander orders “NUMBER ONE FLIGHT 

 
STAND FAST, REMAINDER STAND-AT-EASE”.

3.
The Cadet Squadron Commander then begins the inspection, 

 
commencing with the flight ordered to stand fast. Once the inspection is 

 
completed, it is common practice for the Cadet Squadron Commander to 

 
address constructive comments to the flight commander.

STAGE 3


1.
If the Commanding Officer wishes to inspect the squadron, the CO is 

 
accompanied by the Cadet Squadron Commander, the Flight Commander

 
(inspection by flight) and, if the CO wishes, by one or two guests.

2.
As the Cadet Squadron Commander approaches the flight that has been 

 
ordered to stand fast, the Flight Commander turns right and moves to a

 
position three paces in front of the appropriate flight marker, and reports

 
the flight. The remaining Flight Commanders observe the Cadet Squadron

 
Commander.

3.
As the Cadet Squadron Commander commences inspecting the rear rank

 
of the preceding flight, the Flight Commanders turns about to face their

 
flight. He/she orders their flight to attention, turns left, and moves to a

 
position three paces in front of their respective markers, where they report

 
their flights.

4.
When the Cadet Squadron Commander does not wish to inspect their 

 
squadron personally, they may order the Flight Commanders to carry on

 
with the inspection. Flight Commanders then inspect their flights,

 
accompanied by the Flight Sergeant.
5.
When the inspection of a flight is completed, the flight commander 

 
returns to the flight’s centre front, orders “CLOSE ORDER MARCH” and

 
“STAND-AT-EASE”, following which the flight commander turns about to

 
face the front, stands at ease, and awaits further orders from the cadet

 
squadron commander.  When the inspection of the squadron is

 
completed, the Cadet Squadron Commander orders “ATTENTION”, and

 
then:


a.
exercises the squadron in drill or otherwise carries on with the

 

purpose of the parade; or


b.
turns the squadron over to the Deputy Commander; 


c.
falls out the Flight Commanders and turns the squadron over to the

 

SWO; or


d.
falls out the deputy commander, the SWO and the WO (left guide)

 

and orders the Flight Commanders to carry on with flight duties.
