As a guideline, the three formations most commonly used in drill lessons are single file, semi

 
-circle, and hollow-square.  Single file is for groups of five cadets or less, semi-circle for groups

 
of six to nine cadets, and the hollow square for ten cadets or more. 

4.
The instructor’s appearance and bearing must be beyond reproach at all times.  Since 

 
example is imitated, the appearance and bearing of the instructor must be of the highest

 
standard.

5.
Correction:

a.
Constant checking and correction of faults is essential.  

b.
The instructor shall not be corrected within earshot or eyeshot of trainees.

5.
Cadets must be given short rest periods during drill practices. The rest periods increase their

 
motivation.

6.
In the early stages of training, the squad will call out the time when executing drill movements.

7.
Mechanical aids can be used when teaching drill. Common mechanical aids are drums,

 
metronomes, and pace sticks.

The Level One and Level Two drill movements that are to be taught, can be found in the Level 

 
One and Level Two CTP’s.

2.
The PO 402 evaluator and the cadet instructor should meet to discuss the drill movement that is to be taught, at least a week before the evaluation is to take place.

The trainee must provide the PO 402 instructor/evaluator with a copy of the drill lesson plan 

 
before the lesson is taught.

Instructions for Assessing Staff:

a.
Each cadet will be checked independently and will be required to 

 

deliver a 35-minute drill lesson to a class of Level One or Level Two

 

cadets by:

 

(i)
Showing a high standard of appearance and bearing;



(ii)
Carefully planning each demonstration;



(iii)
Using a vocabulary of short and concise words;



(iv)
Assisting the cadets without striking or pushing them;

Giving short rest periods;

Using a mechanical aid if required.



b.
It is essential to evaluate each individual cadet’s performance, not 

 

the squad’s performance.

c.
This evaluation should not be presented nor perceived by the

 
cadets as a competition among themselves.

d.
Each cadet must have two copies of their drill lesson plan 

 
prepared before the drill mutual begins.  One copy is for the cadet’s

 
use and the second copy is for the assessor’s use.

e.
The emphasis must be placed on the cadets preparation as the

 
cadets will be teaching Level One and Level Two cadets.

f.
Write down as many relevant comments on each cadet’s 

 
performance as possible.  Ensure that you write down at least three

 
strengths and weaknesses for each cadet.  It is the three strengths 

 
and weaknesses that you should pass along to each cadet in their

 
debrief.

g.
Each cadet must be given an assessment, out of earshot of other 

 
cadets, immediately after the drill lesson.

h.
When debriefing each cadet, use as much positive language as

 
possible.  


j.
Should a cadet not meet the standard, go over the problem areas

 

with the cadet.  Schedule the cadet in for a second assessment

 

period.  Consult the 
training officer should the cadet not meet the

 

standard on their second attempt.
