Elements:
a.
The following elements should be included in the set-up of a 



bivouac:


(i)
Latrine;


(ii)
Tent lines;


(iii)
Fire point;


(iv)
Supply Tent;


(v)
Access road;


(vi)
Petroleum, oil, lubricants (POL);


(vii)
Kitchen;


(viii)
Safety vehicle; and


(ix)
First aid tent.
b.
Latrine:






















(i)
A latrine should only be built in case of a survival situation. 














(ii)
Many campgrounds have chemical toilets or portable models



that you can use. 




















(iii)
The general rule of thumb is to use toilets that are already 

 

provided for your use. 



















(iv)
Make sure your latrine site is downwind and at least 100m 



away from your campsite.

Tent Lines: 






















(i)
Tents are usually divided into two groups, one for the males 

 

and one for the females. 



















(ii)
If it gets too cold at night, it is recommended that you 




regroup the tents in a circle around the campfire.

d.
Fire Point:






















 (i)
Extinguishers, water buckets, shovels and any additional



tools likely to be used in case of emergency, must be kept 



handy.





















(ii)
 It is recommended to put them in a separate point, away 



 from the POL.

Supply Tent:






















All equipment needed for the exercise should be drawn from
the 

 
supply officer and then returned cleaned and in the best condition 

 
possible.

Access Road/Safety Vehicle:



















(i)
An access road for all vehicles, and more specifically for the



safety vehicle, must be planned.


















(ii)
You must ensure that the access to this road is kept clear at 



all times.

ELEMENTS OF A BIVOUAC (continued)

Elements:


a.
Petroleum, Oil and Lubricants (POL): 


















(i).
The storage area for petrol, oil and lubricants must be 



located a reasonable distance from the campsite.















(ii).
This way you will avoid a possible disaster that could be 



caused by an explosion or a leak. 

















(iii).
The access to this area should also be limited to a few 



persons.


b.
Kitchen: 






















(i)
This mess tent should be located at a central area by the 



tents. 






















(ii)
This should be the only area at the bivouac where food is 



consumed and disposed of. 


















(iii)
If food is taken elsewhere and not disposed of properly it 



could attract wild animals.


c.
Safety Vehicle: 





















(i)
The safety vehicle should be located near the first aid tent 



and the access road if possible.


















(ii)
This vehicle must be in good running condition and must not 



be used for any other purposes than emergencies.


d.
First Aid Tent: 





















(i)
The first aid tent must be equipped with at least one 




stretcher, a well-furnished first aid kit and any additional 



equipment likely to help with treating minor injuries. 















(ii)
It is important to ensure that one competent, first aid 




qualified person is on duty all the time in case of emergency.
