1.
Objectives:

During the course of the survival-training weekend the training officer must

assign small tasks to proficiency Level Four cadets. These tasks will start 

 
to give them some responsibility and an opportunity to apply their 

 
knowledge of leadership. It will also show how responsible and reliable 

 
they can be so that when it comes time to assign more difficult tasks or 

 
determine placement in proficiency level 5 the training officer has 

 
evaluated tasks, which can be referred to.

2.
Guideline for Training Officer: 


Each proficiency Level Four cadet should be assigned a minimum of one 

 
small task on a survival weekend and a maximum of three. 

3.
If you have several proficiency level four cadets then one task each will 
meet the requirements for the assessment form.

4.
However, if your squadron has a small number of proficiency Level Four 
cadet’s then the training officer should give no more than 3 small tasks.

5.
This is advisable so that the cadet does 
not begin to feel they are doing 
more work then others or becomes excluded from the experience of the 
weekend. 


6.
The training officer should use the assessment form located in the Level 

 
Four CTP, Annex H, Chapter 3, Pages 3H-1/3H-2.

7.
Tasks should include but not be limited to the suggestions described to 
the cadets in the proficiency level 4 handbook. These include:

 
a.
Helping to prepare a meal or cleaning up after a meal. 













b.
Collecting kindling or other fuel for fire. 
















c.
Other small tasks, which are present in normal camp routine.

8.
The assessment of the cadet should be mainly based on the cadets 
attitude toward the task assigned (dynamism and enthusiasm), the cadet’s

effectiveness in accomplishing the task and the cadet's ability to adapt to 
the situation.
