Emphasize the use of the Demonstration-Performance and Guided Discussion


methods as suitable to many cadet related lessons.   

NOTE TO INSTRUCTOR:  The NCOs must be left with a sense that learning must





 be fun or the cadets won’t stay involved in the program.

5. Have cadets turn to Exercise # 7 (Individual) in their workbooks. Assign each cadet a Lesson Plan from the MLP binders. Explain the exercise and indicate that they have 10 minutes to complete it.
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
